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               Entry into the operating room
Each participant is required to leave all personal belongings in the ward or locker room before entering the scrubbing area of the operating room.

Scrubbing area is not used as a staff dressing room.

You can enter the scrubbing area only in suitable clothing, not in casual clothes.

Own shoes are to be left outside the scrubbing area on the shoe rack.

Scrubbing area:

· remove watches and jewelry

· perform hygienic hand disinfection

· change into green surgical scrubs 

· put on surgical shoes 

· after dressing up perform hygienic hand disinfection again

· put on surgical cap and face mask

Clean area:

· the scrubbing area leads to a clean area of the operating room (lobby, scrub room, staff rest area), where you can put your jewelry and valuables into lockers

· when leaving the operating room you must empty the locker and leave the key inside the lock for others, in this area you can take of your mask, but must leave the cap on

· food and drinks can be kept in the staff rest area

Sterile area:
· operating room lobby, patient transfer room, sanitation room, operating room, anesthesia storage room

· in the sterile area cap and mask must be worn at all times

· it is not allowed to bring any items inside, other than equipment used for surgical and medical care purposes

· communication must be kept silent and it is not allowed to cause any disturbances during surgical procedure

· if one has to leave the operating room into the hallway in scrubs, he or she must go back through the scrubbing area, where scrubs need to be changed

After leaving the operating room:

· caps and masks should be thrown away into the bin labeled „infekční odpad“ (infectious waste), shoes are to be put in the bottom part of the rack and scrubs must be left in the fabric bag used for dirty clothes
Anyone who violates these rules will be banished from the operating room.

Guests, trainees and students who have practice in the operating room must be accompanied by qualified staff member from the relevant clinical department and the operating room charge nurse or any other scrub nurse must be informed.
