Skills training sessions

Skills training sessions are organized according to the regular schedule (see below) as face-to-face sessions in skills
labs (see instruction below). Face-to-face sessions are provided for small groups of students and the number of
seats per session is limited. Registration is therefore required. The list of training dates is given in LMS Moodle, the
student chooses one of them and attends only once every two weeks to each lesson. Each group enrols for its set
date and time, in case of emergency the student can choose another date and/or time if it is available. Students
are expected to arrive at least 10 minutes before the start of each session (face-to-face, as well as on-line session).
Activity during sessions, as well as timely attendance, are graded. Students are required to bring their student ID
(ISIC card) to each session, attendance will be recorded.
